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Elder Nomination Process

Elder Nominations for 2011 Open Until Aug. 22

Elder nominations by the members are now being received and will close Sunday, August 22. After
that, the Nominating Committee will review and contact the nominees to discuss the role and expecta-
tions of Elders. Session will approve the final list to be presented to the congregation on September
12th. Members will have until October 17" to raise concerns related to a nominee’s qualifications. A
congregational meeting is then called to elect the Elders by individual paper ballot. Elder training is
conducted before the term begins January 1°.

Some considerations:

Only TPC members may nominate. Members may self nominate.

Nominees must have been a TPC member for at least 12 months and be willing to serve.

Elder candidates being nominated for the first time should be prepared to serve at least three years
should they continue to be re-nominated/elected in the future.

There may be no less than 4, nor more than 12 Elders serving on Session.
Nominees will be given time to prayerfully consider their calling and notify the Committee whether they
will accept the nomination or not.

The Elder Selection Process occurs every year either to affirm new elders or reaffirm the service of ex-
isting elders. There is no term of service; however, reaffirmation of existing elders by the Congrega-
tion, Nomination Committee and the Session must occur annually. Only one family member may serve
on Session at one time.
(1) The Nomination Committee meets with the Session to review qualifications guidelines and
determine questions to ask candidates.
(2) The Senior Pastor instructs the Congregation regarding the Biblical qualifications of an
elder and their scriptural roles.
(3) The Congregation has 30 days to prayerfully consider and submit names of individuals who
fit the scriptural qualifications of an Elder. There is no limit to the number of individuals that can
be submitted.
(4) After the 30 days, the Nomination Committee notifies nominees whose names were submit-
ted and urges them in self-appraisal and personal evaluation according to the scriptural qualifi-
cations.
(5) The Nomination Committee conducts interviews with each nominee and makes final recom-
mendations to the Session.
(6) The Session makes the final determination and presents prospective Elder nominees to the
Congregation. Nominees can only be removed from the list with cause given to the candidate
removed.
(7) Congregation Members have 30 days to express concern that the prospective Elders may
not meet the qualifications found in 1 Timothy 3 and Titus 1 to serve on the Session. This con-
cern must be expressed both to the prospective Elder and to the Session. Elder nominees who
withdraw their names can do so without public disclosure.
(8) The Session presents the prospective Elders to the Congregation at the end of the 30 day
period.
(9) Congregation elects the Elders by ballot. Members can vote for or against each candidate.
Those receiving a super majority of 2/3 of those voting are elected. The Session conducts a ser-
vice of ordination and/or installation of new ruling Elders and reaffirmation of existing Elders.
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What does being an Elder Mean?

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Streetlights and Christians

(John is the pastor of First Presbyterian Church in Prosper)

The other night | spent a few minutes in the back yard just enjoying the evening and the cool breeze.
As | looked around | noticed that the streetlights had created pools of light in the darkness that blan-
keted the city.

| stood there a little longer thinking about streetlights in general. Just about every city has them and
they are everywhere. Their job or mission is to illuminate the area around them and to reveal what
the darkness tries to hide.

| watched a car drive by and realized something else. The streetlights were doing their job but for the
most part no one was looking. In one pool of light there was a bicycle lying in the grass next to the
sidewalk. Another, briefly, revealed a couple walking hand in hand. But the people living in the
houses along that street and the people driving the car never noticed what the light revealed because
they didn’t take the time to look.

It reminded me of the age-old question that asks if a tree falls in the forest and there is no one there to
hear it, does it make a sound. What if you do a good deed and no one notices? What if you are do-
ing your best to live according to God’s holy ordinances, setting a good example, and trying to be a
light in the darkness but no one seems to be paying attention?

In Matthew 6:5-6 Jesus offers us some words of assurance: (And when you pray, do not be like the
hypocrites, for they love to pray standing in the synagogues and on the street corners to be
seen by men. | tell you the truth, they have received their reward i n full. But when you pray, go
into your room, close the door and pray to your Father, who is unseen. Then your Father, w ho
sees what is done in secret, will reward you)

On the other hand there is a popular idiom, or conventional wisdom that
maintains there are none so blind as those who will not see. This idiom
is based on Jeremiah 5:19-21 (Announce this to the house of Jacob
and proclaim it in Judah: Hear this, you foolish and senseless peo-

ple, who have eyes but do not see, who have ears but do not hear )
and speaks to the fact that there are some people who have their minds
made up and just are not listening.

We could learn something from the streetlights. As long as they stay
connected to their source of power they light up every night with the
same intensity. They don’t get discouraged. They stand there day in
and day out as months become years. They do their job — spreading
the light and keeping the darkness at bay without regard to how many if
any even notice that they are there.

As Christians our job is to be the light in the darkness, to introduce oth-
ers to Christ, and to remember that it is Christ who is the savior!
